It has a great implication in achieving the Millennium De-
velopment Goals (MDGs) because women in many socie-
ties shoulder most of the responsibility, which intensify
women’s poverty and insecurity. However, the importance
of unpaid care work, in particular caring families, has not
been recognized by policy makers and practitioners.

What is needed is greater recognition of its importance by
policymakers, investments to enable reduction in unpaid
work burdens, and policies to foster redistribution of unpaid
care tasks.

The overall objective of the Symposium is to examine
issues of and policy responses to unpaid care work, in
particular in the context of the current economic crisis
based on experiences from the UNDP/Japan WID Fund. It
aims at fostering dialogue in view of Beijing plus 15 and
the achievement of the MDGs.
