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Graduated from Tokyo University with a degree in law in 1974, Mr. Sato joined the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in 1974. After assuming
various posts in the Ministry, he was appointed as Director of the Aid Planning Division, the Economic Cooperation Bureau in 1891. He
also served as Director of the Loan Aid Division, Counsellor at the Embassy of Japan in the United States of America, Director of the
China and Mongolia Division, Director of the Personnel Division, Deputy Director-General of the Asian and Oceanian Bureau, and Minister
at the Embassy of Japan in Indonesia. In October 2004, he was appointed as Director-General of the Economic Cooperation Bureau.

Mr. Shoji Nishimoto holds a postgraduate degree in Economics from the University of Hawaii. He served at the United Nations
Economic and Social Commission for Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP), at the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAQ) and the Asian
Development Bank (ADB). He played a significant role in the formulation and enhancement of many of ADB's operational policies,
including ADB's papers on “Governance Policy and Social Protection Policy” and “Poverty Reduction Strategy.” Mir. Nishimoto
assumed the post of Director of the Bureau of Development Policy, UNDP in 2002.

Dr. Inoguchi received a Ph.D. in Political Science from Yale University. Dr. [noguchi was appointed as Ambassador Extraordinary
and Plenipotentiary as Head of the Delegation of Japan to the Conference on Disarmament. During her term, she attained the
challenging post of President to the Conference on Disarmament and of Chairperson of the United Nations First Biennial Meeting of
States on Small Arms and Light Weapons. Prior to her appointment as Ambassador, Dr. Inoguchi taught as Professor, in the
Faculty of Law at Sophia University, Tokyo, and was also a Visiting Fellow at Harvard University's Center for Internationai Affairs.
She has served on a number of Government Councits. Dr. Inoguchi assumed the current post in 2005.

Ms. Komiyama was elected to the House of Councilors in 1998 after working with Japan Broadcasting Corporation (Nihon Hoso
Service) as a senior commentator and announcer for several years.

She also serves as the Next Minister of State for Children’s Policy, Gender Equality, Human Rights and Consumer Issues within
the Demacratic Party of Japan.

She has served in the UN for 23 years in different capacities. She joined UNDP/New York in 2000 after her 15 years of service with
UNIFEM. She heads the Gender Unit, Bureau for Development Policy, UNDP, which is responsible for the Japan WID fund. She is
originally from Ethiopia and received her education in France with a Masters degree in International Law from University of
Sorbonne in Paris.

Mona Dave, a commerce graduate, heads the SEWA Trade Facilitation Centre as Chief Executive Officer with over 15,000 rural
women artisans who have access to national and international markets. She provides training and consultancy to micro enterprises
from South Asia, Africa and the Middle East. She has experience of over 14 years with SEWA working in the field of livelihood
organisation and market linkages, and handling disasters like cyclone, flood and earthquake.She was honoured the Best
Entrepreneur, Social Responsibility Award at the 7th World Summit of Young Entrepreneurs.

An agricultural economist and manager with over ten years of experience in gender and women's empowerment policy formulation,
administration, and management in Uganda.

She has spearheaded the application of gender sensitive budgets into the local level budgetary processes through the UNDP/Japan
WID Fund project, “District Development Programme li: Gender Mainstreaming Component.”

Having joined the facuity at Sophia University in 1971, Dr. Y. Meguro has published widely on sociological topics. Her research
projects include the effects of war on individual lives, gender and family change, gender and development, gender and fertility, and
most recently, the life course in post-conflict Cambodia. She received her B.A. from Western College for Women (US), M.A. from
the University of Tokyo, and Ph.D. from Case Western Reserve University (US). She has been the Japanese Representative to the
U.N. Commission on the Status of Women since 1997.

Ms. Ono received her BA degrees from Hitotsubashi University in 1988 and . from Oxford University in 1991. She joined the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs in 1988. From 1991-93 she was a desk officer responsible for global environmental issues. She was Assistant Director
responsible for loan aid to Asian countries from 1993-95, and for politics and economics in Indochina region from 1995-97. After served as
Assistant Director in charge of WTO, she worked as First Secretary in the Embassy of Japan in Washington, D.C. from 2000-03. She is
presently Senior Coordinator of Aid Planning Division and is responsible for developmental policies of various sectars of Japan's ODA.

Graduated from Hitotsubashi University, Mr. Mizukami joined the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in 1978. Since then, he has held various
posts in the Ministry, including Director of International Science Cooperation Division (National Pelicy Foreign Policy Bureau!, Directer
of Development Cooperation ( Economic Cooperation Bureau) , Director of First Latin America Division ( Latin American and Caribbean
Affairs Bureau) . In March 1399, he assumed the post of Minister of Embassy of Japan in Mexico. In August 2001, he became Minister
of Permanent Mission of Japan to the UN (Head of Economic Section) . In this case, he tock charge of the UNDP/Japan WID Fund. He
was appointed the current post of Director-General, Planning and Coordination Department, JICA in August 2004. He assumed the
position of Liaison Conference member for the Promotion of Gender Equality (Egalite Network) in August. 2004.

Mr. Kazushi Hashimoto started his career in OECF (currently JBIC) from 1978, after which he mainly served for the ODA loan
aperations to Southeast Asia and Myanmar. He was appointad as Senior Representative of JBIC’s Washington Office(1999-2001),
Deputy Director General for Corporate Finance Department (2001-2003) and then Director General for Development Assistance
Department Il in charge of ODA loan operations to China, Mongolia, Vietnam, Cambodia, Laos, Bangladesh and Sri Lanka. He
assumed his current post in October 2005. Mr. Hashimoto obtained his B.A. of Law from Tokyo University.
